The regular monthly meeting of the Oldmans Township Planning Board was called 
to order by Chairman, Jay Perry at 7:35 PM on Monday, August 17, 2009 at the 
Township Hall in Pedricktown, New Jersey. 
  
  Rae read the Open Meetings Act statement.

ROLL CALL: Those present were Earl Lindle, William Miller, Harry Moore, Jay Perry, 
Earl Ransome, Steve Smith,  and Rae Walzer.  There were 7 members present, therefore, 
all could vote.  Also present was the Board Solicitor, Stewart Palilonis.  
 
Motion was made by Earl Lindle, seconded by William Miller and passed unanimously 
that the regular meeting minutes of July 20, 2009 be approved as written.

COMMITTEE REPORTS:   
Environment –Sam was absent. Bill Miller reported that the Corps of Engineers have 5 
test wells on their property and on Benjamin Green Road, lead is leaching from the ditch 
to the river. Jay heard the dredging of the River is at a stagnant stage.  
D.R.A.B. – Anthony was absent.  Rae reported no DRAB is scheduled.   
Economic Development – Earl said the Goya building is operating.  Manfredi will gegin 
construction in the Fall.   
Liaison - Carol was absent.   
Master Plan Subcommittee – Bill Miller is recommending of the Planning Board that a 
priority list is made to take to the Township Committee to ask for funding for the Master 
Plan Land Use Elements. If the subcommittee were to review one element per year in 6 
years the elements would be completed in time to review the Master Plan.  Bill suggested 
that the Master Plan Subcommittee prepare a list of elements in order of priority and then 
return to the Planning Board for review and approval.  The subcommittee could look at 
the first element.  Suggestion was made to use Triad for grant writing.   
Township Engineer – John was absent.    
 
Jay reported the Perry project is 80% done with the “dirt work”.  Today they had started 
on the storm drains.  They would like to put up a model home.  
 
OLD BUSINESS: 
Harry asked about the Henrickson farm in Auburn regarding the phrase “Lochner vs 
Campoli”. If the lots were never approved by subdivision and if they are undersized then 
the Township can erase the lines to form one lot.  The current owner, now, would have to 
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subdivide the property into conforming lots.
